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Icon Graphic Skin Replacement

Replacing Icon Graphic Skins

Overview
NSM’s Icon feature easily replaceable top and bottom graphic skin panels. The
process consists of removing a few nuts, DBA and coin mech, then “popping”
out the panels. The new panels will then be installed. It is important to complete
replacing the top before starting the bottom (or visa versa) as the panels
provide structural integrity for the door. Having both panels off at the same time
may result in door alignment issues and will cause unnecessary handling of the
core computer. Note; Early jukeboxes used metric hardware. The new panels
and newer jukeboxes use Standard hardware so you may need both metric and
SAE tools to complete the task of replacing the panels.

Tools Needed
Multi-Screwdriver, 11/32” and 7mm Nut Drivers, ¼” Ratchet, 6” long-¼”
Extension, ¼” Universal Joint, 11/32” and 7mm Deepwell Sockets, Small
Hammer and Masking Tape.

Time to Complete
20 minutes for top panel and 30 minutes for bottom. Panels may be replaced
without removing the jukebox from wall.

TOP SHEET METAL/SKIN

1. Gather tools.

2. Turn off jukebox via its main power switch.

3. Apply masking tape as shown in Fig. 2. Be sure the tape is wrapped around back of cabinet
and affixed to the doors metal frame. (This will help hold the side panels and tempered
glass in place.)
